Our mission is to provide a safe and nurturing environment in which the children and youth of East Oakland and surrounding areas can learn life skills, achieve success in school, and build self-esteem in preparation for their futures. 
Our vision is to inspire and educate the youth of East Oakland so that they may grow up to be vibrant and healthy adults with improved opportunities and a better quality of life. 
We value that each youth that enters the EOBA/Smartmoves Program is treated with respect.  The agency honors individuality and encourages healthy expressions of creativity with programs that foster youths' physical and mental well-being. The staff of the EOBA/Smartmoves Program is committed to the highest level of youth development and strives to stay current on the latest trends in the field.  The staff is also committed to providing a safe environment where youth development professionals can learn in a culturally relevant and diverse setting.

History/Goals/Objectives:

When Stanley Garcia opened the doors in 1987, a significant change took place in the surrounding neighborhoods. The lure of the tough sport of boxing coaxed even the most hardened youth to curiously investigate this new establishment in the middle of their world. Once through the doors, youth are guided to the Smartmoves Program. Since then, the East Oakland Boxing Association and Smartmoves Program has provided free services to over 20,000 children and youth ages 6-20.

It must be said that the boxing component of the East Oakland Boxing Association should not be considered a violent sport instead it should be looked at as a draw. The idea of boxing is attractive to youth especially high school youth. They can tell their buddies that “I am going to the gym”. Once there, youth can get assistance in our college and career center, can get help with their homework, use our computer lab, or participant in any of the enrichment activities offered. High School students are also eligible for paid summer and after-school internships.

Staff are trained in tools of youth empowerment, diversity issues, violence prevention and anger management so youth become physically and mentally strong as well as self-confident, committed, and self-assured. Therefore, youth participants at the East Oakland Boxing Association must be dedicated and therefore spend at least 2.5 hours physically training to reach a goal rather than on the streets.

Program Description: 
The EOBA/ Smartmoves Program is a free after-school and summer program. The physical education and boxing program focuses on youth age 8-20 and the Smartmoves Program focuses on youth ages 6-16 though funding would permit expanded programming for high school students. The Smartmoves Program provides free tutoring, mentoring, art, music, theater, computer skills, gardening, health and nutrition, intensive camping trips for high school students, internships, and enrichment activities during after-school and summer months with an average attendance of 50 youth.
