REPORT BACK – issues discussed, ideas for moving forward and surprising topics

Arts group

· [need] Space needs (opportunities, including at Youth Uprising)
· [need] Transportation to programs

· [idea] Cross utilization of youth experts – being able to send leaders from different organizations to lead classes at other organizations

Academic group

· [need] Knowledge of what programming is out there, as well as academic supports

· [idea] Seasonal rotation of trainings- offer trainings at different organizations

· [idea] Outreach opportunities – Opportunity fairs, Options fair for 8th graders

· [idea] Provide trainings to all high school providers on A-G requirements

Youth Development

· [topic] Promoting Young People in Decisionmaking in Systems (school and district level, etc)

· [idea] Explore partnership with Parks & Recreation

· [idea] High school issues forum across multiple agencies, including sharing of plans

· [idea] educating principals about afterschool

NEXT STEPS

January – Advocacy agenda- pull high school providers together to discuss an advocacy agenda (include update on district plans).
February – “Space” conversation – collect and share information on available spaces for afterschool programs – include talking with Parks & Rec, allow time for networking within the meeting.

January/February – How specific meetings to discuss programs at individual school sites… announce dates and invite those interested to attend.
