MEETING RECAP - October 5

I didn't take official notes, so here is a subjective recap of the meeting on the 5th.

After introductions with ideas of why we enjoy working with high school age students, Jennifer Peck (Bay Area Partnership) talked about 21st Century funds. Additional information and workshops are pending, but in brief:

21st Century funds

· direct grant up to $250k per site per year. No match required. Up to 5 years. Funding not based on per child/per day formula. 

· Anybody can apply (CBO, etc), 

· General eligibility for site is Title I, at least 40% free reduced lunch (this may be clarified) 

· Unclear when RFP will come out (late fall) or amount, but in revamped version 50% will go to high school 

· Youth participation in planning and ongoing 

· Programs will need to be open every day and at least 15 hours/week 

· Reporting requirements will include STAR and exit tests, howework completion, attendance and skill development 

· There will be a preference for existing 21st Century sites

There was some concerned expressed about a perceived burden for reporting and academic indicators. 

Tanya Avila from the OUSD SUCCESS office talked about her vision for 21st Century application process. In general she described partnerships between CBOs and principals as something that would be between the extremes of (1) total CBO responsibility/univolved principal and (2) principal going it alone/no CBO involvement. She stressed that the district will want to address academic issues. In conversation, there was some brainstorming about possibly working together to go to principals and/or getting ideas from principals and then collaboratively creating CBO teams. The idea of all applications sharing some explanatory text also appeared to garner support. Overall, the general feel was that Oakland should apply for 21st Century funds for many of its schools.

Jeff Abramson gave an overview of OCASA. (see www.oaklandafterschool.org)

Dereca Blackmon led a conversation about 21st Century and more broadly high school afterschool partnership. There was general interest in working together and getting to know each other better. There were reminders that we should work through organizations that have existing connections at schools and that we may need to "check our egos" as multiple organizations often provide similar programs. There was agreement to get to know each other better and to start collecting information (via survey described above), share contact list and consider a High School principal/community partnership meeting similar to the one being held for Prop 49. Next steps and issues for further discussion included:

· Rubric- lead agency/service provider 

· Info on lead agency/capacity 

· Networking with each other and schools 

· Identify academic partners 

· Collect data on students (possible sources include "Use Your Voice" survey, Youth Together surveys, Youth in Focus?) 

· Advocacy
